o Proof of completion of at least two mathematics courses and two
science courses with an average grade of "B" or better in each course,
and an overall average of "B" or better in all other coursework in your
senior year of high school

o Proof of acceptance into a two-year or four-year college

o Two letters of recommendation, one signed by a current teacher and
another by a mentor or supervisor

(If recommendations are not included in your submission, please leave the name,
address, phone #, and/or email of the recommending teacher/mentor)

Applicants must meet all of the following requirements by the start of the
Program in June:

o Speak and write English at a level that does not require significant
assistance

o Be available on a full-time basis for the entire duration of the
Program.

o Be willing to live in a University of Maryland residence hall

o Be ready to learn and participate in team activities
